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MEDTRONIC ANNOUNCES CE MARK FOR MINIATURIZED CARDIAC MONITOR, REVEAL LINQ™ ICM
 Small, Wireless Monitor Provides Long-term Remote Monitoring to Help Physicians Diagnose and Monitor Irregular Heartbeats 
29 Janary, 2014 – Medtronic, Inc. (NYSE: MDT) today announced CE (Conformité Européenne) Mark and commercial release of its Reveal LINQ™ Insertable Cardiac Monitor (ICM) System.
The Reveal LINQ ICM is approximately one-third the size of a AAA battery (~1 cc). The device is part of a powerful system that allows physicians to continuously and wirelessly monitor a patient’s heart for up to three years.
In addition to its continuous and wireless monitoring capabilities, the system provides remote monitoring through the Carelink® Network. Through the Carelink Network, physicians can request notifications to alert them if their patients have had cardiac events. The Reveal LINQ ICM is indicated for patients who experience symptoms such as dizziness, palpitation, syncope (fainting) and chest pain that may suggest a cardiac arrhythmia, and for patients at increased risk for cardiac arrhythmias.
“The Reveal LINQ ICM monitor is so discreet that most patients will not even know it’s there and can go about their lives without interruption or discomfort from the device,” said Prof. Helmut Pürerfellner, M.D., FESC, professor of cardiology at the Elisabethinen Hospital Linz, in Linz, Austria. “While the device is miniaturized, it doesn’t compromise its ability to monitor a patient’s heart for multiple years, and even provides additional data memory, supporting an accurate diagnosis.” 
Placed just beneath the skin through a small incision of less than 1 cm in the upper left side of the chest, the Reveal LINQ ICM is often nearly invisible to the naked eye once inserted. The device is placed using a minimally invasive insertion procedure, which simplifies the experience for both physicians and their patients. The Reveal LINQ ICM is also MR-Conditional, allowing patients to undergo magnetic resonance imaging (MRI) if needed.

“This miniaturized monitoring system is the result of many years of product development work from engineers focused on shrinking the size of medical devices while improving their power and improving benefits for patients,” said Pat Mackin, president of the Cardiac Rhythm Disease Management business and senior vice president at Medtronic. “This is game-changing technology for patients who need cardiac monitoring, and we look forward to providing them with the most technologically advanced and minimally invasive approach possible.”
