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DHL Asia Pacific Investment Fact Sheet

DHL Express, DHL Exel Supply Chain, DHL Global Forwarding

DHL’s investments in Asia Pacific from 2000 through to 2007 and beyond total a phenomenal more than US$2.2 billion, consisting of the following:

· Close to US$615 million investment in China 
· Total investment of US$175 million to establish the North Asia Hub in Shanghai, to be completed in the second half of 2010
· US$316 million investment program for Express and Logistics infrastructure in China, including the launch of DHL’s Domestic Airfreight service in China in early 2007
· US$58 million has been invested into the strategic acquisition of a 5% stake in the H-share listing of Sinotrans Limited on the Hong Kong Stock Exchange 

· US$40 million for the expansion of the Hangzhou gateway and launch of a dedicated Hong Kong – Hangzhou – Qingdao flight connection

· US$24 million has been invested to build the new state-of-the-art DHL-Sinotrans Headquarters in Beijing, the flagship head office for its Express operations

· US$400 million has been invested into DHL’s joint venture with Cathay Pacific and Air Hong Kong under the joint venture agreement (DHL owns a 40% stake). Air Hong Kong is purchasing eight new A300-600F freighters, thus increasing DHL's payload capacity 

· US$300 million has been invested into DHL Express infrastructure development projects in Asia Pacific since 2000, with an additional over US$30 million by DHL’s Logistics division for establishing or upgrading Logistics Centers in the rest of Asia Pacific. 

· US$300 million investment in setting up and expanding DHL's footprint in India. This includes: 

· US$163 million for the acquisition of the majority stake in Blue Dart Express,  the premium domestic courier and integrated air express package distribution company in India

· US$210 million investment in an Express Cargo Terminal, which acts as DHL’s Central Asia Hub, at the Hong Kong International Airport 
· The amount consists of the initial US$100 million investment for the facility and additional US$110 million to expand the existing facility, doubling its capacity by end-2007

· US$90 million invested in Japan, including the expansion of the Kansai International Airport Gateway, Osaka, as well as the installation of an automated sorting system in the Chubu Gateway, Nagoya 

· US$75 million has been committed for the further enhancement of DHL’s infrastructure in Korea,  including the setup of a new nearly US$50 million DHL Express Hub at the Incheon International Airport
· US$65 million has been invested in a 50/50 joint venture with New Zealand Post's express and logistics business, Express Couriers Ltd (ECL)

· US$65 million has been invested in DHL’s IT Services Center Asia Pacific in Malaysia's Cyberjaya area

· US$35 million investment in the new Kowloon South Service Center and a DHL Express country office in Hong Kong
· US$35 million invested in Taiwan’s ground infrastructure, covering the Taipei Gateway and 8 large-scaled service centers
· Over US$20 million has been invested in DHL’s Express Hub at the new Suvarnabhumi airport in Bangkok, Thailand
· US$14 million investment program in Vietnam for the setup of a joint-venture for its Express business operations and the expansion of its network infrastructure 
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
