Born in Florida and raised in Hong Kong, in 2004 Uffie walked into hip-hop as a teenager and took Paris by the balls. When she booked DJ FEADZ for a live show, it concluded with her doing the vocal on his new project.  Together they created the electro-pop hits “Ready to Uff” and “Pop the Glock”.

Bringing a sexy touch to the Ed Banger Records crew, also home to Justice, DJ Mehdi and Busy P (Creator and owner Pedro Winter), she quickly gained a strong reputation as an MC through the support of Feadz and Mr Oizo  (made uber-famous through his ‘Flat Beat’ track featured on the Levi’s commercial). Influenced by grime, crunk, hip-hop and acid house, she delivered a flow somewhere between electro, rap and nu-skool with a clear affinity for explicit and provocative lyrics.

After her massive hit “Pop The Glock” created a huge buzz on both the blogosphere and Myspace along with numerous club appearances, Uffie dropped two more tracks, “Hot Chick” and “In Charge”.  Appearances on the Ed Banger electro-couture compilations ‘Ed Rec vol. 2’ and 'Ed Rec vol. 3" soon followed by her third EP including the singles ‘First Love’ and ‘Brand New Car’.
Label-mates Justice spotted her potential and featured her on ‘Tthhhee Ppaarrttyy’ for their groundbreaking 2007 album †, releasing the track as a single for the live album and DVD release “A Cross The Universe” in 2009.

17 millions song plays on Myspace later, she could be seen everywhere on the international scene, between Lollapalooza and Coachella, and from Pukkelpop to Japan as Pharrell Williams’ special guest. Remixed by Sebastian and dressed by Jeremy Scott, she filled the fashion magazines and was the cover star for many including Jalouse, Zoo and PIG.  A muse to both the electro, hip-hop and film world, Academy Award winning director Pedro Almodóvar chose Uffie’s “Robot Oeuf” for the original soundtrack of his upcoming movie.  And after a chance meeting with one time guitarist with French punk group Taxi Girl and long-term collaborator with Madonna, Mirwais, the final tracks were laid down to the long awaited full release.
 
The much anticipated debut album "Sex, Dreams & Denim Jeans" (due spring  2010) is a Ed Banger family affair, co-produced with some of the greatest electro geniuses of our times (Feadz, Mr Oizo, Sebastian, and Mirwais).

Featuring a duet with Pharrell Williams (Neptunes / NERD) plus many more exciting collaborations, "Sex Dreams And Denim Jeans" is the album she hinted at being capable of delivering – a futuristic, electronic hip hop soundtrack, soaked in kittenish sex  appeal and going in heavy on endlessly catch pop hooks.  With her underground dues paid and a killer debut album in the can, the time is perfect for her to become of the first genuinely exciting breakout artists of 2010.
