Groundbreaking Veloster makes European debut in Geneva
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Making its European premiere at the 2011 Geneva Motor Show, Hyundai’s all-new three-door Veloster coupe is a perfect example of the company’s new brand slogan: ‘New Thinking. New Possibilities.’.
The groundbreaking Veloster delivers innovation to the compact coupe segment with its unique 1+2 door configuration for easy rear-seat access. It also features Hyundai’s new 1.6-litre direct-injection four-cylinder petrol engine mated to the company’s first dual-clutch transmission.
The 4.22-metre long Veloster will go on sale in left-hand-drive markets across Europe in May, backed by Hyundai’s industry-best, fully transparent Five Year Triple Care warranty. This package provides a five-year unlimited-mileage warranty, five years of roadside assistance, and five years of vehicle health checks.
“The new Veloster will bring added emotional appeal to the Hyundai brand in Europe, broadening the company’s appeal to European consumers,” commented Allan Rushforth, Senior Vice President and COO of Hyundai Motor Europe. “It will give progressive buyers a sleek and distinctive design in an innovative three-door coupe form that provides practicality as well as driving pleasure. We expect the Veloster’s unique combination of style, practicality and economy to re-shape its segment and attract new buyers to Hyundai,” Rushforth added.
Looking to grow incremental sales for the brand, Hyundai is anticipating selling 20.000 examples of Veloster across its European dealer network in 2012.
The coupe’s dynamic profile was inspired by Hyundai’s ‘fluidic sculpture’ form language. The A-pillars give the Veloster a striking appearance, set above unique character lines in the bodywork. Hyundai’s signature hexagonal front grille, bonnet scoop details, athletic wheel arches and wraparound headlights provide the Veloster with an assertive visual form at the front and side. At the rear, a distinctive glass hatch and centre-mounted exhaust complete the sporty look.

Despite its coupe styling (overall height is 1.39 metres), clever interior packaging means Veloster offers class-leading cabin and cargo space. The wheelbase is 2.65 metres, and Hyundai engineers have sculpted the interior to provide generous front headroom (990 mm), legroom (1,114 mm) and shoulder room (1,412 mm) for superior comfort. Cargo capacity in the Veloster is 320 liters.
Hyundai’s all-new sports-coupe will be powered by a lively, efficient 1.6-litre four-cylinder GDI petrol engine, generating 140 ps. Buyers will be offered a choice of a six-speed manual gearbox or Hyundai’s first dual-clutch transmission (DCT).
The new DCT builds on the benefits of a manual gearbox, including low fuel consumption and engaging driving characteristics, by adding the advantages of a traditional automatic transmission, such as high comfort levels (particularly during city driving), and super-smooth shift quality. Other benefits of the DCT include 
5-6% improvement in fuel efficiency, as well as 3-7% improvement in acceleration.

The addition of Idle, Stop & Go (ISG) technology and an alternator management system to this powertrain help the Veloster achieve CO2 emissions as low as 
132 g/km – another class-leading figure.

In terms of cutting-edge technology, the Veloster receives a multifunctional 7-inch TFT touch-screen display as standard, providing an attractive platform for Hyundai’s user-friendly vehicle navigation system, as well as allowing passengers to watch movies, via DIVX software, and connect to their camcorder or PlayStation games console.

The Veloster will also be available with AUX, USB and RCA connectivity as standard, with the ability to control all functions on the leather steering wheel for added convenience.
