STOCKHOLM, Sweden – David Gray, founder and creative director of Open Communications, a Stockholm-based global marketing agency, has been chosen to sit on the international jury of Sweden’s prestigious 100-Wattaren Awards.

First held in 1990, the 100-Wattaren is an annual competition that highlights excellence and effectiveness in advertising. There are six categories including awards for B2C, B2B, long-term and international projects, as well as an award for work with non-profit organizations or political parties.

The competition is organized by The Association of Swedish Advertisers, which promotes advertisers' interests in Sweden; and The Swedish Association of Communication Agencies, a professional association of marketing communications professionals.

100-Wattare, a reference to bright ideas, is Swedish for a 100-Watt light bulb.
