The objects and materials are simple but top quality. We are working with InterfaceFLOR, among others, which designs and manufactures eco-friendly textile floor tiles. We hope that the relaxed atmosphere will encourage reflection and the desire to socialize,” explain Sanna Gebeyehu and Aia Jüdes.
