SUBJECT OF BRIEFING: 

MSF teams working to treat HIV/AIDS are witnessing worrying signs of abandonment of international support for the continued scale-up of AIDS treatment. There is diminishing political commitment to the HIV/AIDS fight which is leading to a major funding deficit and a looming crisis. 
Patients are already being turned away from clinics, while doctors and nurses are again forced to ration care in some instances. Plans are also afoot to cancel the Global Fund 2010 funding round and the US programme PEPFAR has been “flat-funded” for two years, which means no expansion on programmes 

A new MSF report debunks the claims of “international experts” who are calling for a diversion of foreign aid from the HIV/AIDS public health revolution to other health priorities, rather than raising the total level of support for these other priorities and replicating the success achieved in the HIV/AIDS arena following hard-won battles over the last decade.
The report also documents the positive effects of HIV/AIDS treatment in primary care programmes that have extended the lives of people with HIV and lead to reductions in adult, maternal and infant mortality as well as the incidence of Tuberculosis.
