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Hyundai continues steady European sales growth in 2012
· 6,1% increase in registrations in Europe during February

Hyundai has maintained its steady growth in European sales during 2012, with registrations of 31.257 units during February according to industry organisation ACEA.  The 6,1% increase over the same month in 2011 came in a market that fell by 9,2%, consequently boosting the company’s market share to 3,4%.
The company has stayed ahead of Europe’s new-car market trend month-by-month since January 2009.

Year-to-date Hyundai registrations in Europe have reached 64.439 units for a market share of 3,3%, up from the 2,8% share recorded in the same period in 2011.

Allan Rushforth, Senior Vice President and COO of Hyundai Motor Europe commented, “We’re targeting a European new-car market share of 3,5% by the end of 2012, and we have made a very positive start.  At the Geneva Motor Show this month, we introduced several new models that will help sustain our performance this year, including the New Generation i30 wagon and All New i20.”
The New Generation i30 wagon broadens the appeal of the i30 family, incorporating the design, efficiency and practicality of the hatchback in an even more spacious package.  For the All New i20, Hyundai has applied refreshed exterior design, increased equipment and introduced a super-efficient new 1,1-litre 3-cylinder diesel engine emitting just 84 g/km of CO2 – making i20 the lowest polluting conventionally-powered car on the market today.

Both of these cars – and all newly-launched Hyundai models – come with Hyundai’s industry-best Five Year Triple Care package, providing a five-year warranty with no mileage limit, five years of roadside assistance and five years of vehicle health checks.
