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Hyundai Motor delivers a further 10 units of
zero-emission ix35 Fuel Cell to Europe
· European hydrogen research centre receives 10 units of ix35 Fuel Cell 
· First fuel cell delivery part of European hydrogen initiative, HyFIVE
· Hyundai Motor is the first global automaker to mass-produce fuel cell vehicles

Hyundai Motor has today delivered 10 examples of its pioneering ix35 Fuel Cell to one of Europe’s leading hydrogen research centres, The Institute for Innovative Technologies (IIT), in Bolzano, Italy. 
The handover to IIT forms part of Hyundai’s commitment to the largest ever pan-European fuel cell passenger car initiative, Hydrogen For Innovative Vehicles (HyFIVE). The ix35 Fuel Cell vehicles are the first of 75 cars to be supplied to cities across Europe.
Allan Rushforth, Senior Vice President and COO of Hyundai Motor Europe, commented: “Hyundai has been researching and developing fuel cell technologies that deliver sustainable mobility solutions for Europe since 1998. By delivering more vehicles for use on Europe’s roads, we can further raise awareness and understanding of zero-emission fuel cell vehicles. Furthermore, we will work with our HyFIVE partners to continue to grow the European refuelling network.”
The zero-emission ix35 Fuel Cell does not generate any harmful tailpipe emissions and is fitted with a 100 kW (136 ps) electric motor, allowing it to reach a maximum speed of 160 km/h. A pair of hydrogen storage tanks, located between the vehicle’s rear wheels, with a capacity of 5,64 kg, enable the vehicle to travel a total of up to 594 km on a single fuelling. 

The city of Bolzano is dedicated to hydrogen-powered mobility, having already received five fuel cell buses in 2013 – as part of the Clean Hydrogen In European Cities Project (CHIC). IIT is the first facility in Italy to feature the new 700 Bar hydrogen refuelling station, which can store twice the amount of hydrogen compared to the previous 350 Bar tank.
In April 2014, Hyundai Motor announced its plan to deliver 75 units of ix35 Fuel Cell as part of the HyFIVE project. Funded by The Fuel Cells and Hydrogen Joint Undertaking (FCH JU), deliveries of the ix35 Fuel Cell will be made in Bolzano, Copenhagen (Denmark), Innsbruck (Austria), London (UK), Munich and Stuttgart (Germany). As part of the project, the existing pan-European refuelling infrastructure will be expanded significantly, providing greater choice and convenience to early adopters of FCEV technology.
In January 2013, Hyundai became the first global automaker to begin mass-production of a fuel cell vehicle and has since delivered the ix35 Fuel Cell in numerous European countries.
