People with creative solutions and ideas relating to the main show's topic will also be welcomed to these segments.
Stefan Nilsson and Mark Isitt, who were the The Hello! Show's hosts last year, are joined this year by Johanna Agerman Ross, Editor-in-Chief of Disegno.
"It's going to be really fun to be on this talkshow, and I look forward to discussing the topic with key players in the industry," said Johanna Agerman Ross, who will be hosting the first day of The Hello! Show on Tuesday, February 5, 2013 at the Stockholm Furniture & Light Fair.
